Possible Add-on: Sensor to cut the power of the Hovercraft

Open issues include:

· Ordering a new Lithium battery for the hovercraft (to replace the inefficient Nickel batteries). Need to discuss with Dr. Schafer to cover for the cost, because Dr. Bauer is still waiting for the fund.

Resolved issues include:

· Approval for the idea to hardwire the Master and Slave, to conserve bandwidth
· All the multiplexing are done already by Dr. Haenggi’s group

· The strength of output signal has a logarithmic relationship (31 is for 130 feet radius)
